e The Autism Waiver is up for renewal.

Center in Columbia, and 303 people have registered to attend.

All of the HCBS Assessments have been completed. DD staff collected 300 participants’ surveys,
assessed over 1,049 individuals, and assessed over 230 providers. The process began with between
1,100 — 1,200 assessments.

DD received the first questions from CMS for the Comprehensive Waiver and Community Support
Waiver.

The National Association of State Developmental Disability Directors Annual Conference will be held
June 9-10, 2016, in Kansas City.

Administration

Lynne Fulks, Acting Director of Administrative Services, provided the following update:

Accounting is busy working on fiscal notes. As of today, 307 fiscal note requests have been received.
The Consumer Banking Contract has been awarded to Central Bank.

The Medicaid Unit is working on the 1115 Waiver.

Accounting is gearing up for the year end processes.

Tim Karle in Contracts is working on the fiscal year 2017 Procurement Plan for OA.

Division of Behavioral Health

Rick Gowdy, Director, provided the following update:

The Mental Health Crisis Prevention Project (1115 Waiver Application) was submitted to CMS by Dr.
Parks, MO HealthNet on April 12, 2016. This project is designed to provide early intervention, treatment
and community support services to uninsured Missourians aged 21 to 35 with income levels at or below
150 percent of the Federal Poverty Level who are identified through a behavioral health crisis involving
either a Community Mental Health Liaison or the Emergency Room Enhancement project.

DBH continues to plan for the Certified Community Behavioral Health Center Prospective Payment
System Demonstration Project, formally called the Excellence in Mental Health Act, which would allow
DMH to develop certified community behavioral health clinics which are full service clinics.

The annual Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) Conference for Law Enforcement was held on March 29,
2016; 450 people attended the training, 150 of whom were law enforcement officers.

The Fulton State Hospital construction contract was awarded to River City Construction.

DBH will be starting a prescription drug misuse campaign with public service announcements and fact
sheets soon.
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Children’s Services

Dr. Laine Young-Walker, Children’s Services, provided the following update:

April is Child Abuse & Neglect Prevention Month.

Missouri Project LAUNCH (Linking Actions for Unmet Needs in Children’s Health) was started in 2012
and the grant ends in 2017. Upon completion of the grant, Dr. Young-Walker will give an overall
presentation about the entire project to the Commissioners.

DMH has been working with the Children’s Trust Fund of Missouri to bring Strengthening Families
Training to Jefferson City. The training will be held on May 4, 2016.

Human Resources

Sara Murphy, HR Director, provided the following update:

Monday, April 11, 2016, Governor Nixon signed Executive Order 16-04, for “Ban the Box.” The
executive order will “ban the box” in state employment applications by placing questions relating to
criminal history later in the hiring process in order to provide applicants a fair opportunity to compete for
jobs.

DMH had 11 employees that were not tax compliant and were dismissed. After payment of their taxes,
employees could be rehired if there are vacancies within the facilities.

HR Staff attended the statewide labor management meeting with AFSCME Representatives on Monday,
April 11, 2016, and the meeting went well.
