
 

New Fulton State Hospital 
 
The overall budget for construction of the new high security program at Fulton State Hospital is 
$211M, of which $13M was authorized for architectural design and planning through general 
revenue and $198M was authorized through revenue bonds. 
 
The new Fulton State Hospital is to be constructed on a 55-acre plot of land that has been 
home to the mental health facility since its inception in 1851.   
 
The new high security hospital will include six paired living areas, each pair with 50 beds, for a 
total of 300 beds.  The new hospital will combine the current population now in the Biggs and 
Guhleman buildings. 
 
Demolition of existing vacant buildings began earlier in 2015 with the final phase of demolition 
to include tearing down the Biggs building after residents have been moved in 2018.  
 
Construction of the new hospital has begun.  The first building currently under construction will 
house maintenance, IT, dietary production, warehouse, and housekeeping operations. This 
building is scheduled for completion in May 2016 which will allow the demolition of the older 
buildings which now house these functions. 
 
Design of the remainder of the hospital will be completed by the end of December 2015 with 
construction being bid in February 2016. 
 
Completion of the new hospital is scheduled for December 2017 and it is expected that 
residents will be moved into the new hospital in early 2018. 
 
The overall project remains on time and within the allotted budget.
