SPF SIG Coalition Funding

Fiscal Year 2007 (OCT 06-SEP 07)

« The original 18 coalitions (minus PIP and MYAA) each received a base amount of
$105,499 plus $27,777 additional funding for a total of $133,276 for each coalition.
The additional $27,777 was in response to CSAP's request that Missouri distribute
our funds to the communities more rapidly. Included in the announcment
about the $27,777 was a request that coalitions consider funding their local law
enforcement oflJces to conduct alcohol compliance checks with the additional
funding, depending on how well the compliance checks Ut with the coalition's
identilled needs. Nine did so. Two additional coalitions used the funds in support
of sobriety checks and other alcohol enforcement activities.

«  MYAA ($300,000) and PIP ($200,000) were funded in September 2007 as the other
part of our response to CSAP's request about distributing funds.

Fiscal Year 2008 (OCT 07-SEP 08)
« The original 18 coalitions again received $133,276 each.
«  MYAA received another $300,000 and PIP another $200,000.

Fiscal Year 2009 (OCT 08-SEP 09)
Of the original 18 coalitions, 16 received $133,276 each and 2 recieved $20,000 each.

MYAA recieved another $283,000 and PIP another $229,000.

Fiscal Year 2010 (OCT 09-SEP 10)

We anticipate that a very small amount (~$70,000) will be available through carryover to the 16
coalitions receiving full funding in FY 09. PIP will receive also receive approximately $129,000.

Challenges
Data on Consumption Rates and Causal Factors

« Missouri Student Survey - primary source of data, but coverage was incomplete
(8 of 18 coalitions did not participate in the MSS; another 3 had such low
participation that data were not usable). Five of the 8 without MSS data had a
similar survey (Kauffman or Search Institute) to use.

- Data on college students ages 18-25 available only for coalitions with colleges
or universities in their areas (4 of 18 with accessible data). Consumption data
for non-college students was available only regionally (NSDUH — National
Survey on Drug Use & Health). Data on causal factors for the age group 18-25
(availability, promotion, norms, enforcement, & individual characteristics) was

limited to environmental observations and uniquely created/non-representative
surveys or focus groups.

Mission

The mission is to decrease underage drinking, reduce the availability, of
alcohol and drugs to minors, and change community norms regarding
underage drinking and binge drinking.

Major Accomplishments

The coalition's major accomplishments include: Being the second community
in Missouri to present and adopt the MIP by Consumption ordinance and the
Open House Party ordinance. In 2003 the coalition implemented teen
“Baseline” training for area youth in collaboration with Community
Partnerships of Ozarks and the coalition organized a huge community drug
and alcohol awareness rally with 400 people attending. In 2007/08 and
2008/09 school years, Cassville Community 2000 implemented three
programs and two environmental strategies. Through the Life Skills program
the Coalition reached 284 sixth and seventh grade students at Cassville and
Shell Knob middle schools in 2008/09. The Protecting You, Protecting Me
program also returned to both schools and reached 368 first through fourth
grade students. Cassville High School freshmen were educated through
Positive Action curriculum. Over 140 students completed the program in
2008/09. The Coalition organized the School Students Against Destructive
Decisions (SADD) organization in 2007. Cassville Community 2000 also
offered a tailgate party, its annual banquet and movie nights at Cassville High
School, Cassville Middle School and Shell Knob Middle School as alternative
activities in the 2008/09 school year. The events were attended by over 330
students. Local students in several different organizations also joined with
Cassville Community 2000's Youth Advisory Board to participate in the second
local Youth Service Day. Students collected trash and cleaned stream banks,
campgrounds and trails at Roaring River State Park. In addition to working
with local youth to promote positive decision making, the Coalition
completed an extensive media campaign in 2008/09. Postcards were mailed
to the parents of all Cassville High School students, and program guides were
distributed to athletes and their parents. Newspaper advertisements, inserts
and billboards were used to reach a total of 9,000 individuals in the Cassville
area. The media campaign also included the installation of new drug and
alcohol awareness banners along Main Street in Cassville.

The Orst one was conducted in 2003 to identify community risk and
protective factors affecting youth. The data gathered provided a set

of community indicators related to the current status and needs of
youth and families in the community. Then in 2005, a new study was
conducted to measure the readiness regarding the substance use among
teens using Community Readiness Model developed by the Tri-Ethnic
Center for Prevention Research. Two prevention programs Moving
Ahead, an after-school tutoring program for at-risk youth, and InterACT
Teen-to-Teen Theater, a long-term interactive program engaging youth
in responses to social questions have been major accomplishments. A
number of smaller activities have also been conducted through support
from Drug Free Community Support Program funding, Missouri
Department of Mental Health, Division of Alcohol and Drug Abuse and
through local contributions.

March 2006. The Coalition has received several grants from ADA and
United Way of Southeast Missouri to implement prevention programs. The
Coalition has recently successfully implemented evidence-based
prevention programs at eight different locations in our target area,
recorded significant decreases in alcohol compliance check sales, and
concluded a comprehensive media awareness campaign.

In the long run, the
coalition has established networks and relationships with inter-disciplinary
teams to build awareness, increase outreach programs, and convince the
community to get involved with the underage drinking problem. Fifteen
party patrols were scheduled and 11 actually were conducted inLee's
Summit during high risk times such as Homecoming, Prom and
Graduation. Similarly, compliance checks are performed to ensure that
alcohol retailers are not selling to underage youth. Alcohol Retailers
Training is offered free of charge to alcohol retailers. ATOD clubs have
begun in the middle schools and the youth are mentored by the high
school ATOD club members.

Since the inception of the SPF SIG project in 2006, Jefferson County has
begun prosecuting violations of the State of Missouri's Hosting Law. Wolf
pack saturation patrols of our community have increased the perception that
students would be caught drinking. The high school's SADD club has
increased in size and influence, and a TREND club has started at the Middle
School.

A Drug Free Community award in 2007 expanded P.R.I.D.E.'s capacity in
several regards, including the creation of a county-wide campaign called “We
Don't Serve Teens: It's Unsafe. It's lllegal. It's Irresponsible.” Two billboards have
been posted for nine months, with additional support for the parent
education effort via newspaper, radio, PTA presentations and other message
reinforcers.

The Northland Coalition developed of a new prevention program
with Dan White, Clay County Prosecutor called Project Respect .The purpose is
to inform people on how poor decisions regarding alcohol, drug use, criminal
and other risky behaviors have dramatic and life-changing impacts. President
Bush released the President's National Drug Control Strategy highlighting

the Northland Coalition's Safe Prom Partnership program. In 2005 CNN
included Those Who Host (social marketing campaign) in a national report

on adults allowing minors to drink alcohol in their homes. The Northland
Coalition received the honored Community Anti-Drug Coalitions of America
(CADCA) "Got Outcomes Award. Time Warner Cable provided airtime for our
PSAs. The Coalition host another national Town Hall Meeting that focus on
Addiction and Recovery: Communities Take Action, as part of a SAMHSA media
strategy, in partnership with HBO, to draw attention to the issues of addiction
and recovery. Youth With Vision, the Northland coalition Youth Advisory
Council, was invited to participate in a small roundtable discussion with the
President of the United States, followed by a national press conference, and
then a celebratory reception at the Office of National Drug Control Policy with
the Drug Czar, John Walters. Youth with Vision also received recognition by
Partners for Children. Youth With Vision co-chairs were presented, in person by
President Bush, the President's Volunteer Service Award.

Major Accomplishments

The Ray County Coalition successfully implemented multiple strategies and
initiatives to reduce alcohol consumption by minors through reducing

access of alcohol to minors. Major accomplishment of the coalition is the
implementation of a countywide community assessment and strategic
planning session that identified 16 "indicators;" hosted countywide forum

to develop programming aimed at reducing underage drinking; development
of a high school "Zero Tolerance" student survey regarding their attitudes

and perceptions about minors and alcohol use and worked with law
enforcement to establish internal "zero tolerance" policies. We worked

with two communities on the liabilities of hosting a beer garden at
community festivals with the outcome of one community voting against
hosting a beer garden and another community eliminated their beer garden;
and the county fair board ruled that coolers/open alcohol containers are

no longer allowed at the county fair. The Coalition hosted luncheons to

bring entities together and discuss top concerns in Ray County and Evaluator:
instrumental in opening the lines of communication to make the Ray County Robert Jameson
Drug Court a reality. We partnered with the County Commissioners, Sheriff's
Department and Prosecutor's office to successfully pass three countywide
ordinances (Keg Registration, MIP by Consumption and Open House Parties -
first to pass countywide ordinances prior to becoming a state law) and
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worked closely with law enforcement agencies conducting a series of alcohol Kansas City, MO 64113
compliance checks, thus reducing the retail sales of alcohol to minors from (816) 333-0835
40% to less than 5%. We were instrumental in opening the lines of JamesonEvaluate@aol.com

communication to make the RADE multi-jurisdictional task force a reality.
