Susan Depue discussed two submitted deliverables:

· Revised Charter: submitted 4/5
· State Community Instrument: submitted 3/24
The feds accepted the submissions and to date have not had any questions or concerns.
Discussion of the website:
· No update at the meeting itself.  However, follow up by Christie Lundy indicated a contract is in place for a business analyst and the analyst is developing draft specifications.
Susan Elder, Andy Hunter, and Becca Mickels demonstrated data, surveillance systems, and statistical reports generated by DHSS:
· Accessed via the DHSS website (http://health.mo.gov/) by clicking on the Data & Statistics button.
· The Community Health Assessment and Intervention Planning tools offer a wide variety of data sources:
· Community Data Profiles focus on specific subject areas and provides data on 15-30 indicators for the county or city (major metropolitan areas only) selected.

· MICA (Missouri Information for Community Assessment) data sets provide information on health conditions and associated topics.  Tables and graphs can be generated by age, gender, race, and other variables.  These tables may be downloaded to other applications, such as Excel, and preserve privacy by not revealing identifying characteristics.
· Priorities MICA allows the user to prioritize diseases or risk factors then choose other criteria to determine priority health needs among affected populations.
· CHIR (Community Health Improvement Resources) list evidenced based practices that Health Departments may consider using after determining their priorities.
Scott Perkins discussed the Suicide Grant and suicide data:

· Two data sources mentioned:
· National Violent Death Reporting System – Missouri does not yet participate, Scott would like to find a grant to bring this to the state.
