Behavioral Health Epidemiological Workgroup
Meeting Minutes

June 21, 2011

Introductions were made.

Minutes were reviewed; a few names were incorrect.
Susan Depue provided an update on the Epidemiological Profile deliverables:
State-level profile submitted to the feds.  Randy Smith thinks available online.
Working on community-level profile now: 2 page fact sheet with a few indicators on the county level.
· Suggested potential indicators for substance abuse include:
· Substance abuse in the past 30 days and over lifetime

· Age of first use of alcohol/ drugs suggested instead of lifetime use – more informative

· Alcohol-related traffic accidents, fatal and serious injury
· Ron Beck will send Randy and Susan data on crashes, fatal, obvious injury, and serious injury from 2009.

· Juvenile court referrals around drug/alcohol use

· Available from OSCA 
· Randy has data set for Susan

· Binge drinking

· Incidence of drinking games/shots

· Possibly good to add to student survey but no current county level data
· Emergency room visits and hospital discharges related to substance abuse
· Numbers may be skewed.  Hospitals may not claim alcohol-related visits because most insurance companies won’t reimburse for them.

· Susan already has the necessary data

· Tobacco use in the past 30 days, including for kids.

· Possibly also map of tobacco-free ordinances by county?

· Meth lab seizures - Data on website
· Potential indicators for mental health include:
· Depression scale from MO Student Survey
· Rate and number of admissions in general categories

· While ADA counts each admission separately, CPS counts based on the number of unique persons admitted

· Suicide rates by county, drawing on MICA and MO Student Survey data.
Susan will be writing a state-level narrative which utilizes Mike McBride’s data along with other local data sources.  Not a deliverable but hopefully useful to people in the state.
Website update:
· The analyst has more work to do, then will contact the developer.  
· Hope to have something to show at the meeting in August, but the website will definitely be completed in October.
· The data website will be linked to from the ADA website.  The current temporary site is linked from all three sections of DMH.
· Ron wants to link to it on the Highway Patrol’s website; Christy says MICA may as well.
Mike McBride gave a presentation titled: Missouri Student Survey Overview and Status:
· Provided a general description of Partners in Prevention and the Missouri College Health Behavior Survey.
· Based on the Core.  Survey goes to 5% of the students at the participating schools, with males oversampled due to a tendency towards lack of response.
· Gathers data on the use and abuse of alcohol, tobacco, and other controlled substances both legal and illegal.
· Described the specific categories that the MCHBS has examined in recent years, with numbers from the 2010 survey.

Discussion: Content of the Missouri Student Survey
Susan had two main goals for this discussion:
1. Emphasizing avoiding duplication of data collection.  Is anyone currently collecting this data?

2. Discussion of the 2012 survey.  As we move towards the idea of behavioral health, what is the survey missing?  What kinds of question would benefit your agency?
Potential questions for 2012 Missouri Student Survey developed from the discussion:
· Ask older kids only, using the skip pattern, if they have plans for college or career after high school.

· Ask about juvenile court involvement.  If this was asked, would need to either use question wording or answer choices to distinguish those who are in the system as a victim verses a perpetrator.

· Ask about LGBT status.  If this was done, Mike McBride has some sample wording that they gathered when they were looking at the question for the MCHBS.

· Ask about veterans in the family.  If this was asked, would need to distinguish between those currently serving and deployed, currently serving but at home or discharged.

· Ask about self-injury behavior.

· While some questions are asked about bullying already, could also ask about bullying behavior from a victim and a bystander point of view.

· Ask about social connectedness.  This is getting at the loners verses those who have a support network.

· Ask about perceived body image.  Group thought that the perceived body image was more important to this age group than actual body stats.

· Ask about current hot topics, ie have they been a victim of a natural disaster, are their parents currently unemployed.  Also ask about whatever the current ‘new’ drug is as of the time of the survey (bath salts, plant food, etc).

· Ask about alcoholic energy drinks if those are still available to purchase.
Wrap up:

Discussion on how these profiles will be disseminated - Susan noted the group needs to create a dissemination plan for the deliverable in October.  Social media such as Facebook, YouTube, and Twitter are good places to begin.  Will discuss more in depth at the next meeting.
