• In December 2014, the Governor, House Budget Chairman and Senate 

Appropriations Chairman agreed on a Consensus Revenues Estimate (CRE) of 
$8.673 billion, which represents growth of 3.6% over the revised FY15 estimate.  
The revised estimate for the current year (FY15) is $8.372 billion, which is 4.6% 
growth over FY14 collections.

 Net Individual income tax collections increased 5.6%
