There is at least one sample for every function. However, it is not possible to cover all the variations for each function. 

When sending the XML documents it is important to understand that attributes should not contain only blanks or an empty string. For example, in the consumer element, if the consumer does not have a Credential, then the Credential attribute should not be on the Name element sent. If blanks or an empty string is sent, the transaction will be rejected. 

The structure of the XML documents is now fairly stable; we do not foresee any changes to the elements or attributes. However, detailed application rules are still evolving. For example, the samples shows ICD-9 diagnosis codes for Axis 1, but the CIMOR application only allows now only allows DSM-IV codes for Axis 1. There was not time to go back, change and retest the diagnosis portions of the samples. 

The samples do contain the code data that has been published on the web site. Also the dates and times are valid. The attribute usage follows what was published in the Pre-EncounterGuide20060331_000.doc published on the web.
