DBH Updates and Policy Guidance 

April 19, 2019 
 

1. Budget Update - The Senate completed their mark-up for DMH.  The appropriation bill will now go to the Senate 

floor where amendments can be made. 

 
2. Missouri Veterans Suicide Prevention Team - Representatives from 18 veteran and military-connected 

organizations launched a new Department of Mental Health (DMH) program as part of the Zero Suicide Grant 

initiative to create a statewide network of certified suicide prevention trainers.  These individuals received training 

on April 16, 2019, to become certified trainers in Question, Persuade, Refer (QPR). QPR is a one-hour course where 

participants learn to recognize the warning signs of suicide, provide hope for the individual in crisis, and find him or 

her immediate help. These certified trainers will go back to their communities and offer this suicide prevention 

course at no cost to participants.

 Opioid Use Disorder as a Brain Disease 

 Opioid Overdose Background: Learn about opioid overdose causes and trends 

 Opioid Epidemic: Learn about existing efforts to combat the opioid crisis and legislative protections for naloxone use and dispensing 

 Opioid Overdose Prevention, Recognition, and Response: Learn how to correctly identify and respond to an overdose event, including 
how to administer naloxone, and how to prevent future overdoses 

 Delivering Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution (OEND): Learn how to provide clients with overdose education, and either 
distribute or recommend how and where a client can acquire naloxone.
